· If the issue is listed here and in the issue3 codes, it is the same mention (and thus should not be double counted).
  If the issue is only entered here, it is because some coders only entered the issues discussed for these codes (and not for the issued3 code); this occurred, often when there were four or fewer total issues and all were discussed.

� For 2004-2006, Monica Schneider (schneimc@muohio.edu) coded endorsements, biographical depictions, pictures, and issues for whether they dealt with the following: gender, race, ethnicity, religion, marital status, and sexual orientation.


� In the biography area, there are some cases of general issue discussion leading to bioissue = 1; however, the discussion did not isolate a distinct issue or it linked directly to the issue area of the page, meaning there are no issues coded for bioissue5a-5g.


� Coders could also code issue discussion on the front-page if there was not sufficient discussion in the issue area and thus these codes cover the front page or issues area.


� This accounts for the aforementioned possibility of distinct discussions of issues that receive the same code. Thus, to identify the full set of issues reported in this area of the site include any issue coded for the issues3 codes plus any issue in the issuetype codes that is not in the issues3 codes.


� Weighted relative partisan advantage of issues discussed (average, based on annual public opinion measures). (The range is -20 to 26, with negative scores being the inverse of ownership and 0 being neutral.)


� Weighted national importance of issues discussed (based on public opinion “most important issues” measures). (The range is 0% to 50.50%.)
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
