· Each presenter will have approximately 30 minutes to present, followed by approximately 30 minutes of discussion (approximately 1 hour total).

· There will be a roundtable discussion on race and politics featuring three discussants.

· Papers, if available, will be posted at least one week in advance on the workshop website.

· A light breakfast, lunch, snacks, and a dinner will be provided. Part of the purpose of the meeting is to provide scholars from different schools with an opportunity to interact and exchange ideas in an informal setting.

· Each graduate student will be matched with a faculty member from a different university who shares his/her interests. Time will be provided for these pairs to interact (e.g., during break times and lunch).
