NOTE TO USERS OF THE PORTFOLIOS DATA

The data file is wtportfolios5.sav. There is no codebook, so here is some relevant information. 

You can identify each government by its caseno. The first digit or two is the country number, the code for which can be found in my 1994 book on government survival or from the survival data set codebook, which is on my website (www.sfu.ca/~warwick). The rightmost two digits are the government number; e.g., 101 is the first government in country 1 (Austria). To know which government this is, use df1 and df2; these give the year and month of formation. The Party variable lists the parties in the cabinet; the code for parties is given in a separate document, Ptycodes.doc.

 The key variables for analytic purposes are:

Portpr2 = weighted portfolio share
Ppunwtd = unweighted portfolio share
Ptyprop = seat share
Form = formateur status
Lwprop = voting weight
(There are also various other bargaining power measures that are easily identifiable by their variable names).

 The portfolios held by each party are indicated by Port1-Port120; in case you are interested, the codes for these are in the attached Excel document, col A (don't worry about the other columns). The weights applied to each portfolio are given in W2por1-W2por120. 
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
